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Newsletter- Term 5

As we draw to the end of another term, it’s time to have a break before the busy summer term is upon us.  We have lots of things going on next term.  On 9th July we have a ‘move up day’ where the children will all move up a year for the day so that could mean moving to their new class or staying where they are and meeting the new children joining them.  There will also be transition days for all the Year 6 leavers at their new schools, and some sessions where children joining us in Reception in September will be able to come along, meet teachers and make some new friends.
Morpurgo Class in Term 5
This term Morpurgo learnt about the Vikings. We wanted to investigate whether they were raiders, traders or settlers. We discovered that depending on which viewpoint history was written from, they could either be raiders or traders. After a few battles with the Anglo-Saxons, some Vikings settled in England and has become part of our history.
During literacy we had to write a battle scene between the Vikings and the Norwegians. In order to explore the atmosphere of the battle, we enacted the scene through drama.  We could really feel the emotion of the moment.
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Dahl Class in Term 5
Dahl class have been learning about the Amazon Rainforest this term. They have researched what the habitat and climate are like, threats to the rainforest and its indigenous people and have even created setting and character descriptions in their writing lessons. The final week of term has been our Art Week and we have created some beautiful tropical pieces of art, including painted clay leaves. 
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Donaldson Class in Term 5
Donaldson class have been learning about the Wright Brothers.  We have used historical sources like photos and diaries to find out as much as we could and wondered why they were important people.  In science, we have learnt about materials, and experimented to see which ones float or sink.  For English this term, we have used visual literacy, using the film Up to write a recount. In DT, we have made moving pictures, here are some of the photos of us making our pop-up bunnies.
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Uniform
We are currently in the process of moving our uniform shop online.  However, we have a lot of uniform in stock in school.  A lot of the sizes are still available but once there is no stock in school it will need to be ordered online.  You are only able to order online once that size is out of stock in school.  With a new school year coming, we realise that this is the time people will be thinking of purchasing new uniform.  Uniform order sheets are available from the office, and we encourage you to order soon.  If you bring in your completed order form, we can advise you whether you need to order online, or we can fulfil your order within school and then payment can be made once it has been determined where you need to order from.  You can also check sizes if you wish to see if they fit.
Once all stocks are used, it will be a very easy straight forward process to order uniform.  Please bear in mind that if you need to order online it will take longer for delivery.  The online service will deliver directly to your door within 3 weeks but please note there is a charge for postage.   There is an option to get uniform delivered to school for free which will take approximately 2 weeks.  During the summer holidays it will be a direct home delivery service only so you may want to order this before the start of July.

As you know we are changing meal providers and when the children come back in June they will be trying the new dinners.  We hope the extra choices and food will be enjoyed by as many children as possible.  The order deadline for each week is the Tuesday before the week you are ordering for.  So for the week beginning 3rd June, the order deadline is 28th May 2024 but there will be no one in school after today so please contact school as soon as you can if you are having any problems.
